Once you have signed up for the Professional Student Course, we will work with you to create an individual schedule.

Here is an outline of the sequence of your studies. 
1.)  Module #1

Finish studying this module, complete the exercises and send in your 

homework. This module requires 42 hours to study; you have two 
         months to finish from date of enrollment.
2.) Module #2

Finish studying this module, complete the exercises and send in your 

homework. This module requires 37 hours to study; you have two 
         months to finish from date of enrollment.
3.) Module #3 (opens with module #1)
Finish studying this module.  This module requires 2 hours to study, and about 9 hours to perfect your photo taking skills.
4.) Schedule 15 hours of private online training.
5.) Practical days / Mentor days 15 hours. May be taken at once or in increments of 3 hour blocks.
Before, during or immediately after your first practical days:
    6.) Module #4 - Complete the exercises and send in your homework. This 

module requires 75+ hours to study; you have up to four months to
         finish this module.
    7.) Schedule 15 hours of private online training.
    8.) Practical Days / Mentor Days 15 hours. May be taken at once or in 
         increments of 3 hour blocks.
    9.) Module #5 Finish studying this module.  There will be no 
         homework. This module requires 42 hours to study; you have two 
         months to finish from date of enrollment.
     10.) Send in your completed case study(s). Instructions how to assemble 

the  same are in module #3 and will be discussed in the first mentor 
          days.

11.) Send in your completed Mentor Day Sheet. You will receive this sheet
       on the first mentor day and will have to get a signature for completion 
       for every single day. You will only get a signature from your mentor if 
       he/she feels that you have understood the material of that day. Mentor 
       make up days are available to obtain a signature where necessary.
   12.) Module #6
          Make sure you have scheduled a Horsemanship class. Horsemanship 
          days will be scheduled whenever possible on the day before or after
          the 5 practicum days.

   11.) Contact your mentor and ask him to send a recommendation on 
         your behalf to the main office. This recommendation is necessary to 
         obtain permission to participate in the last 5 day practicum and the 
         exam.

   12.) Your final practicum and exam should fall into a time frame of 2 -5 
          months after your last mentor day.
